      The Products of Faith 

    "I'll believe it when I see it." Everybody knows the statement, right? After all it makes sense. If some-

one tells you "I can throw this football over those mountains," the correct response is to be completely 

skeptical until you see this person put a football into orbit. But the problem with this occurs when we  

think that God works the same way. 

    We often like to think of Jesus' miracles as things that He did to show that He was the true Christ. 

They were demonstrations of the fact that He really was the Son of God. And although I'm not saying 

that they never had that effect, I think that they were for a different purpose all together. Check out this 

verse:  "And He did not do many miracles there because of their lack of faith." ~Matthew 13:58 

    Jesus performed miracles based on faith that people ALREADY HAD, not faith that He wanted to put 

in them. If that's the case, then all the sudden the miracles stop being about a cool impossible thing that 

God pulls off, and then becomes something more important. All the healings that He did, all the casting  

out of demons, all the thousands of people He fed from just a few loaves of bread and some fish, all of it 

was done not as a proof of God, but a proof of God's LOVE. Jesus was not giving evidence, He was giving 

love.    You're thinking, "Great for then, but He's not here creating our potluck out of two whole wheat 

loaves." True, but have you ever thought this before: "If God would just [insert blessing here] I would be-

lieve in Him more/love Him deeper/give Him my life." We play this game with God constantly, telling 

Him that IF He shows His power THEN we will have a deeper faith. What if God is waiting to bombard 

you with blessings you can't even imagine? What if the only cue He's waiting on is for you to take one 

more step towards Him? That one, uncomfortable, scary step? 

    Come on. Have a little faith.

Perhaps the most astonishing would 

be the opening of the graves and the resurrection of the 

dead who came forth and walked the streets of Jerusa-

lem (Matt 27: 51-53). Can you imagine what the inhabi-

tants of Jerusalem thought when they saw those who 

had died recently come forth from the grave? Nothing 

more is recorded, so we do not know how long they lived 

before dying again, or what they may have discussed 

with others.  

 Each year many people waste millions of dol-

lars on Mediums and Spiritualists in an attempt to talk 

with the dead.

          Pain hurts! I know that you expect to read something 

a little deeper than that in this column but we just cannot 

circumvent the truth represented in that statement. That 

being the case, we often try to avoid pain at all costs, don’t 

we? All we have to do is to go down the aisle in most any 

drug store and we find everything from Tylenol to Advil 

and everything in between, products designed to dull or 

hopefully even eliminate our pain. The philosophy behind 

the intense effort expended in getting rid of our physical 

pain extends to just about all other areas in life. We think 

we can lose weight without diet or exercise, make an “A” 

without a whole lot of study, or become independently 

wealthy by just buying a lottery ticket. In other words, we 

tend to think at times that we can achieve great things with-

out much effort because effort may involve pain. Now I 

will try not to resort to pithy sayings here like “no pain, no 

gain”, but it is true that nothing worthwhile in life is 

achieved by avoiding pain at all costs. This goes for every-

thing, even church growth (that sounds like another article 

for another time).  

      With those thoughts in mind, let’s consider the event 

that is on our mind more this day than most other days, that 

is the resurrection of Jesus. Such an event, though planned 

in the mind of God before even the foundation of the world, 

was never going to come about unless God first put Him-

self in a position where excruciating pain, physical as well 

as spiritual, would be experienced on the highest level. In 

other words, the rejoicing we experience over the resurrec-

tion of Jesus could not be a reality were it not for the agony 

He suffered on the cross. The forgiveness of sins and eter-

nal life we have even today as faithful followers of Christ 

was bought, yes bought with the blood that flowed freely 

from Him at His death (see Ephesians 1:7). Though these 

truths are so basic as to be taught in Christianity 101, we 

need to be reminded of them as we encounter resistance 

from the world as we walk with Christ. If we never experi-

ence that which is painful and difficult in our walk with 

Him, neither will we ever experience any triumphs.
