The Jewish people tithed! The Jews had not one, not two, but three tithes. They 

tithed the big; they tithed the little. Jesus was a Jew, tithed. He taught tithing 

(Matt 23:23). Did Jesus come to lower the standards of giving and generosity?  

 In the first two Sunday of this month we are talking about ―Big Hearts.‖ I thought it would be appro-

priate in this article to discuss some Old Testament teaching. In the O.T. there were also Freewill Offerings 

(Lev 22:18;Ex 35:29). Freewill Offerings were spontaneous, plentiful, exciting, and voluntary; no amount was 

set, willing and generous! Freewill Offerings could be likened to our Special Contributions that we make peri-

odically here. They were on top of the Tithes. The Jews were thankful, involved giving in their prayers of 

need, and were confessing their sins. These offerings were beyond the tithes, vows, and feasts! It cost to be a 

Jew! 

 Moses decided to build the Tabernacle to God in, of all places, the wilderness. Without homes, jobs, 

social security, the people gave too much! Can you imagine this? Moses had to restrain their giving! If you 

will read Exodus 36, hearts were mentioned 8 times! When our hearts are with God our pocket books are 

open! Paul also talked about such ―hilarious giving‖ in 2 Corinthians 9.  

 David gave to build the Temple of Solomon. Following his example the people gave—the biggest on 

Sabbath Day giving in the Old Testament! 

 Notice:  
 1. The Jews thought they were privileged to give to God’s work! 

 2. The Jews knew they were the people of God! 
 3. The Jews knew they were at that time the most God—Blessed folk on earth!

For you tithe mint 

and dill and cummin, and have neglected the weightier provisions 

of the law: justice and mercy and faithfulness; but these are the ones you should have done without 

neglecting the others.”                                                             (Matthew 23:23)    

      Be honest, don’t you just love it when Jesus goes after the Pharisees with a righteous vengeance fit 

for those who are nothing more than religious bullies? Jesus gives them what they have got coming to 

them, right? Well before we go off on a Pharisee –bashing tangent, maybe we had better take a look at 

why Jesus had such harsh words for those who were regarded as the spiritual leaders from among the 

people of God. It is in that word, ―people‖, that we find the answer that we seek for though the Pharisees 

were the religious leaders of the people, they were not exactly people-oriented. As we zero in on what 

Jesus said in the above-cited verse, we see a contrast. The tithing of everything they had, right down to 

the contents of their spice rack, though the right thing to do, stands in stark contrast to the more people-

oriented pursuits of showing justice to the oppressed, mercy to the weak, and faithfulness in their rela-

tionship to others, and especially to God. And this is where Jesus challenges all of us as well. Is our focus 

on such matters as things, rules, statistics, proper form, etc.? Those things are nothing more than inani-

mate objects which though they possess a certain amount of value, pale in comparison to the value of 

those who are made in the image of God. When my giving becomes so disciplined to the point where I 

would make sure that I gave 10% of even the sesame seeds on this morning’s bagel (just a little compul-

sive, don’t you think?) while failing to be just, merciful, & faithful in my dealings with all people, God 

can’t be pleased, can He? No matter our place or function in the kingdom of God, Jesus makes it clear that 

our actions are to reflect a love for people first and foremost, people made in God’s image, people for who 

Jesus died. In this way, a rebuke given to the Pharisees becomes a challenge to us all, a challenge to be 

pleasing to the Lord in our dealings with all mankind.
