If the gospel were 

preached in more places? If families were stronger? I suppose the list of possible endings to the sentence could go 

on and on. Please allow me to propose another possible ending to the sentence. Much sin would be avoided if we 

would only realize that we can’t figure God out. I am not saying that we cannot know Him, but many are those 

who think they have God completely figured out and as a result miss Him completely. How many times have we 

encountered people who had God “figured out” to the extent where they thought that He would never allow any-

thing bad to happen to anyone, and then rejected Him when He did not meet that expectation? How many times 

have we encountered those who had the Lord all “figured out”, and as a result, kept Him in a box somewhere with-

out ever continuing to study His Word in an attempt to know Him better? How many times have we attempted to 

share the gospel with those who thought they had the Lord all figured out in regard to the issue of their own salva-

tion, and as a result, clung to their false views? In Jesus’ day, we find Him encountering, even from among His 

apostles, those who thought that they had this whole “Messiah thing” figured out, and as a result, missed the neces-

sity of the Messiah having to die. No wonder Jesus gave Peter as sharp a rebuke as He could (Matthew 16:23) 

when Peter essentially denied the basic truth of a Messiah who must be killed and then resurrected. The point is 

that believing that we can completely figure God out leads to our remaking Him in our image, reducing Christianity 

to a blank canvas where we make of God what we want, essentially limiting Him and His power. He says to us, 

“My ways are higher than your ways” (Isaiah 55:9). Do we really believe that? Can we leave enough room in our 

relationship with the Lord for those times when we do not understand what He is doing, but follow Him anyway? 

As we embark upon the year 2010, let us strive to know our Lord better (through prayer, as well as the doing of His 

will), yet realizing that a God that can be completely figured out in all things isn’t much of a God at all.
