       I don’t know who it was who initially made the 

observation that during the first half of your life you 

are trying to get away from home and during the 

second half, you are trying to get back home.

While we are young, we are often filled 

with a sense of adventure, anxious to see what the 

future may bring, eager to do new things, to go to 

new places, anticipating that which has yet to be 

experienced. When we get older, our desire turns 

to reconnecting to those things from which we be-

came disconnected. Whether it be expressed by 

attendance at a family reunion, returning to the 

neighborhood where you grew up, or by visiting the 

campus of your alma mater, it all adds up to an at-

tempt to get back home and explains why nostalgia 

is so huge in some quarters. If the desire to get 

back home is so strong among so many people, 

how much stronger should it be among the people 

of God? Among the joyfully anticipatory statements 

made by the apostle Paul relative to going home is 

this one, òFor indeed in this house we groan, long-

ing to be clothed with our dwelling from heaven.ó  

(II Corinthians 5:2) Though he expressed it with a 

groan, the apostle labored for the Lord always with 

his eye on getting back home, to a place where he 

would be with the Lord forever. As that day draws 

nearer even for the youngest among us, there 

should still be that desire within us to get back 

home. If it is true that home is where the heart is, 

then if the Lord dwells within us, our hearts are al-

ready fixed upon getting back home, a place where 

our true citizenship is found, a place called heaven 

(Philippians 3:20).
