Christ, we tend to let that independent spirit within us
override the Holy Spirit of God residing inside as we
try to walk several steps ahead of Jesus and try to
bear fruit independent of the power, wisdom, & guid-
ance He provides. We fail to pray or even to consult
His will in a particular matter then wonder why we
are unfruitful and stagnant, never seeing any progress
in our lives as well as in the lives of those we may try
to influence for Jesus. We become like the two-year
old who breaks free while walking down a busy street
with a parent, then doesn’t know what to do in the
unfamiliar & potentially dangerous surroundings
found several steps ahead of the safety experienced as
long as that child was walking with (or abiding with)
that parent. It is the same way with our walk with
Christ; as long as we recognize our dependence upon
and need to abide in Him, everything is all right. But
as soon as we declare our own “independence day”
from Jesus and fail to abide in Him, our destruction is
right around the corner (see John 15:6). Enjoy today,
but please understand that every day is to be
“dependence day” for the child of God.
