.      Under the heading of ―better late than never‖ 

comes this Father’s Day article, albeit a week later 

than I would normally write something on this sub-

ject (what do you expect from someone who has 

been known to celebrate Christmas in months as 

diverse as July & October?). The circumstance that 

compels me to write on a Father’s Day theme a 

week later than usual is the fact that my older son 

got married yesterday in Texas and I had the privi-

lege of officiating. It is at times such as these that 

one reflects upon his role as a father (a job from 

which you never retire). A father can be so many 

things and as your children grow older, the specif-

ics of the role do change. Nurturer, disciplinarian, 

coach, teacher, encourager, spiritual leader, (did I 

forget to mention banker?). These are among the 

roles a Dad plays and we must be mindful of the 

fact that our conduct as earthly fathers does not 

escape the notice of our Heavenly Father. Thank-

fully, the Lord leaves us with more than a few in-

structions as to how to play this crucial role. For 

instance, the admonition to not provoke our chil-

dren to anger is found in Colossians 3:21 as well 

as Ephesians 6:4 which adds the reminder to bring 

them up in the discipline and instruction of the 

Lord. Many have been the situations where a fa-

ther was either too strict or too lenient with his chil-

dren and it caused much resentment and sorrow 

later on. Along these lines of instructing one’s chil-

dren, similar admonitions are found in the Old Tes-

tament book of Deuteronomy (6:7; 11:19) to con-

tinually teach the words of the Lord to one’s off-

spring. I know we have heard these things before 

but it does not hurt to hear them again. For to be 

successful in one’s role as a father, there must be 
the understanding that such success does not 

come by accident, but by being deliberate & inten-

tional. When we consciously make the decision 

that our household will be one that serves the Lord 

(see Joshua 24:15), that decision, coupled with 

faith in God, will go a long way in equipping we 

Dads with what is needed so that the boys & girls 

in our charge will eventually become men & 

women who also love the Lord.
