From August 2nd through the 9th, there will be a group of about 20 people heading down to Hon-
duras. They will be there to build houses for people who have nothing to live in, to offer medical assis-
tance to people who would otherwise never see a doctor, and even to pass out food to children who don’t
know where their next meal will come from. They will go down to encourage people who have sold every-
thing they have in order to be trained to spread God’s word in countries where it is punishable by death
to speak of God. They will be giving up time, money and energy for the purpose of aiding people they
have never met and might never see again.

And odds are that those same 20 people will be more blessed by this trip than anyone else.

Honduras is an amazing place where God is passionately and tangibly at work. If you ever get the
opportunity to spend some time down there, you should take it. God does some very amazing and unique
things in the lives of people who sacrifice time and money to love other people, and Honduras is a great
place to do that.

However, if you can’t go this year, you can still help out. In just a few weeks, we will have a special
collection taken up specifically for this year’s mission trip to Honduras. Even though you can’t be there in
person, anything you can give will go directly to sheltering the homeless, healing the sick, and feeding the
hungry. Take the time to search your budgets and more importantly your hearts to see what you can give
to this effort.

But remember that the greatest thing you could give to this mission trip does not come from your
wallets or checkbooks, but from your prayers. And everyone can give plenty of those.

Did you ever think you were possessed?
One moment you are loving and kind, the next you
are angry and mean. How can we be so different?
Don’t call the Exorcist! We all battle with the “good
me” and the “bad me.” Read what Paul teaches in
Romans 7:22-24, “| love God’s law with all of my
heart, but there is another power within me that is
at war with my mind. This power makes me a
slave to the sin that is still within me. Oh what a
miserable person | am! Who will free me from this
life that is dominated by sin and death?”

Let's call our “good me” the giver and our
“bad me” the taker. Our giver wants to obey God
and act in love toward others, even if doing so re-
quires sacrificing our time, preferences, energy,
and effort. Our giver tries, first and foremost, to
watch out for the welfare of others. Our taker
wants us to watch out for ourselves first and fore-
most, even if we hurt others in the process.

Like Paul we battle an ongoing private war
over which part of us sets the standard for our be-
havior. Our “good me” or “bad me.” Our “giver” or
"taker”. Sin or God?

Who will win the battle? Ultimately, we
know God will but who will win the battle? | like
what Paul wrote in Philippians 4:13 “I can do eve-
rything through Christ, who gives me the strength,”
Fight the good fight and don’t give up!
