Winded 
     I hated conditioning. And no I'm not talking about the kind that makes your hair oh so silky soft. 

I'm talking about the get in shape for the season kind. At the end of every practice I had growing up, re-

gardless of what sport it was, the team always had to go through a regiment of sprints and/or long dis-

tance running. It was awful. Sweet Sixteens. Suicides. Fourth Quarters. Burnouts. Ladders. All that stuff. 

It's like coaches would get up early in the morning just to invent new ways to light my lungs on fire and 

turn my legs to jelly.    

  Ever feel like you're having to run conditioning in life? At the end of the day, when you feel like 

you've worked and fought really hard, all the sudden it seems as though life says, "Alright, get on the line. 

It's time for some ladders." And the only thing you're thinking at this point is, "My lungs are fighting for a 

breath. My legs don't feel like they can take another step. And I have to do THIS now?" How are we sup-

posed to make it through moments like that? What is supposed to push us through? 

     Matthew describes this amazing moment in his gospel when Jesus is on trial. He's standing before 

the high priest and He's had witness after witness come forward and lie about His holy life. He's been be-

trayed by His friends. He's been arrested. He's been beaten. He has a crowd of people ready to kill Him. 

And He knows that it is far from over. And at one moment He has the high priest get right up in His face 

and ask what the priest thinks will be the question that Jesus breaks under. "Are you the Christ, the Son 

of God?"   

   It's at this moment that I think we find ourselves. We're beaten. We're tired. We feel like every-

one has left us. And then somehow, what everyone thinks will be the final blow is delivered. So how did 

Jesus respond?         

  "I say to all of you: In the future you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the 

Mighty One and coming on the clouds of heaven." (Matt. 26:64)     

 The reason that I had to run all those sprints, the reason that I exhausted my body, was because I 

was getting ready for victory. Every step that I took, every push that I made was for the soul purpose of 

coming out of a battle as the winner. When Jesus was faced with the most difficult part of His life, He 

knew what it was for. He knew where He was aiming. And with His sights locked into His victory, He 

was able to power through. So where are your sights set?

      Throughout the ordeal endured by Jesus on the 

cross as He hung there in order to pay for the sins of 

the world, the gospel writers focus on various things 

that were done & said at that scene, things that 

stand out in our minds and hearts. Among these was 

the fact that in a situation where one might be ex-

cused for focusing on one’s own pain & misery, Jesus 

still was able & willing to effectively minister to oth-

ers. We know that He was serving all of us as He paid 

the price for our sins, but that to which I refer has to 

do with the way in which He was able to minister in a 

personal way to the mother who would not desert or 

be ashamed of her Son, even as He was dying a 

death meant for a criminal. As the whole ugly scene 

transpires, a scene that illustrates the true horror of 

sin, Jesus spots a few friendly faces among those 

who were hateful toward Him. As He spots His 

mother standing near the apostle John, Jesus says to 

her, “Woman, behold your son”. He then says to 

John, “Behold, your mother” (John 19:25-27). Then 

the only gospel writer to record these words from Je-

sus obediently does as requested by taking Mary into 

his household from that very hour. On a day set aside 

in our society to honor our mothers, it is noteworthy 

to be reminded of how Jesus failed to neglect the 

commandment to honor one’s father & mother even 

while suffering in a way we cannot begin to compre-

hend. Though the pain He suffered could not be ig-

nored, Jesus was somehow able to show honor to His 

mother in spite of His own agony by making sure that 

she would be cared for in His physical absence. Just 

something for us to keep in mind on this Mother’s 

Day 2010 as Jesus, even from the cross, demon-

strates an example of what it really means to honor 

our parents.
